With the introduction of world’s first Nano 
Urea liquid, IFFCO has ushered in a new era of 
‘ATMANIRBHAR BHARAT’ and ‘ATMANIRBHAR 
KRISHI’. Nano Urea is likely to have a significant 
positive impact in meeting the UN Sustainable 
Development Goals (SDGs). The product also aligns 
with IFFCO’s commitment towards increasing 
farmer’s income and profitability. Since its 
commercial launch in August 2021, IFFCO has 
produced and marketed more than 2 crore bottles 
of Nano Urea.  By 2025, IFFCO plans to produce 

34 crore bottles of Nano Urea, which will be 
equivalent to 15.3 million MT of conventional 

Urea.  Many Indian, as well as foreign 
organisations, have expressed interest 

in the production and marketing of 
Nano Fertilisers. Government of India 
has also accorded permission to 
export Nano Fertilisers.

It has been relentlessly pursuing afforestation in 
Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and 
Uttarakhand. The development of Nano Urea and  
bio-fertilisers aligns with its core philosophy of 
preserving the environment. 

Any work on sustainability is incomplete without 
investing in enabling systems and frameworks that 
allow for capacity building, behavioural change for 
better practices, and gender equality. 44 years ago, 
IFFCO set up the Cooperative Rural Development 
Trust (CORDET), to promote rural development and 
to encourage balanced use of fertilisers. 

Last year, 47 thousand people benefitted from activities 
on social development, tree plantation, soil testing 
campaigns, supply of cattle feed, health camps for 
humans and livestock. 

IFFCO’s another associate organisation, IFFDC, has 
been working towards improving the socio-economic 
status of rural poor, tribal communities and women in 
particular. It is heartening to note that women make up 
32 percent of the total membership of IFFDC.

Presently, IFFDC is implementing 30 projects on farm 
forestry, integrated watershed development, rural 
livelihood development, agriculture & horticulture 
development, women empowerment, Farmer Producer 
Organisation (FPO) etc. Through its intervention, IFFDC 
has been able to positively impact the income of farmers 
and rural poor in over 10,000 villages. 

IFFCO also undertook extensive programs in its 242 
adopted villages. The emphasis of IFFCO’s work in these 
villages is on the balanced use of fertilisers, quality seeds 
and better farm management. During the year, IFFCO 
distributed 75 thousand knapsack sprayers to farmers. 
These sprayers are intended to be used for optimum 
utilisation of Nano Urea through a foliar application on 
different crops.  

IFFCO believes that technology can play a critical role 
in bridging the digital divide among urban and rural 
communities. Agriculture can benefit tremendously from 
innovative use of existing and emergent technologies. 
IFFCO Farmers Friend Club is one such initiative that 
uses simple communication platforms like WhatsApp 
to deliver timely information to farmers. Last year, 9214 
online Farmer’s Friends Club were operational in 21 
states with over 8 lakh farmer members. Information is 
provided to farmers, and their queries resolved timely. 

Capacity building of operations of drones will be a key 
facilitator in increasing the usage of Nano Urea in the 
future. IFFCO has trained rural youth/farmers on how to 
operate drones to spray liquid fertilisers. Last year, 184 
Green Pilots were trained from 8 states.

Job losses due to the pandemic were moments of great 
economic vulnerability, especially for the rural youth. 
IFFCO Yuva platform, a digital platform connecting job 
seekers with employers, provided the much needed help 
to rural youth who lost their job during the pandemic. 

IFFCO through IFCCO Kisan Sewa Trust provided 
schlolarsahip of ` 14.54 lakh to the students belonging 
to the families of small and marginal farmers.

Sea pollutants to Glucosamine

IFFCO and its associates are also working 
closely in the disposal of the crustacean 
waste. Crustacean waste is a byproduct of the 
food-processing industry. India is among the 
largest producer and exporter of shrimp with 
current exports touching 8 billion dollars. The 
disposal of shell waste causes environmental 
pollution. Chitin, which is extracted from 
crustaceans, is used by the pharmaceutical 
industry in production of Glucosamine, a 
known supplement for joints and bones.  IFFCO 
through its Associate is contemplating setting 
up a Chitin to Chitosan plant in Bhimavaram and 
two integrated plants from waste to Chitosan of 
100MT waste processing capacity.

The distillery ash is also used in Sagarika, a 
seaweed based bio-stimulants for the soil 
application, developed by IFFCO.

As part of soil conservation and rejuvenation efforts, 
IFFCO has developed 29,421 hectares of wasteland 
as multi-purpose forests in Uttar Pradesh, Madhya 
Pradesh, Rajasthan and Uttarakhand. Apart from 
being a natural habitat for many wild animals and 
birds, these forests are sequestering about 1.41 lakh 
tons of atmospheric carbon annually.  IFFCO also 
distributed 1,30,000 vegetable seed kits containing 
seasonal vegetable seeds and 2,10,866 useful plants 
to farmers under the flagship of ‘75th Azadi Ka Amrit 
Mahotsav’ and to celebrate “International Year of 
Millets- 2023”.

Crop productivity has also been the focus of IFFCO. 
Crop productivity depends on the quality of seeds 
sown to a large extent and often, because of non-
availability of homegrown, quality and reliable seeds, 
the  productivity of crops is affected. This  results in 
low income from the farm. IFFDC has undertaken 
a seed production program to address this. IFFDC 
added 22 new varieties of 19 crops in the year to its 
pool of 73 varieties for 27 crops. 

4.02 lakhs quintals of certified seed of Paddy, Hybrid 
Paddy, Moong, Soybean, Urd, Arhar, Hybrid Bajra, 
Hybrid Maize, Sorghum, Sudan Sorghum Grass, 
Wheat, Barley, Gram, Mustard, Hybrid Mustard, 
Cumin and Berseem were made available to farmers 
during kharif and rabi season.

Good soil is key to quality crops and, subsequently, 
good food. IFFCO understands this phenomenon 
well and has started several programmes for 
improving soil health. Its ongoing, “Save The Soil 
Campaign” which popularised the- ‘more crop per 
drop’ movement has been very successful and has 
resulted in an average yield increase of 15–25% across 
crops, improved soil health and implementation of 
improved and sustainable farm technologies.

Preventive healthcare can protect vulnerable 
communities from economic shocks that emerge 
from healthcare emergencies.

These 
health centres are also present in Uttar Pradesh, 
West Bengal, Haryana, Bihar and Jharkhand. 

To further support such socially relevant causes, 
employees of IFFCO have also come forward to set 
up IFFCO Kisan Sewa Trust (IKST). IKST is a charitable 
trust set up by IFFCO and its employees, and works 
to provide timely help to the needy and vulnerable. 

During the year, critical medical assistance worth  
` 1.06 crore was provided to the needy.

More than 1 lakh blankets were distributed by IFFCO 
to the needy including farmers, society members, 
orphanage houses, old age homes, labourers, etc.

Just like Arjuna, who could only 
see the eye of the fish, Dr. Awasthi has remained 
focused on the vision and mission of the Society, 
despite the turbulent economic environment 
during the last two years.

I join all the Directors of IFFCO in thanking and 
congratulating him for this outstanding performance 
of the Society. 

GLORY & GRATITUDE 

Persevering to attain higher targets, the Society 
has projected a substantial growth in its revenue 
this year. While in FY 2020-21, the total income of 
the Society stood at ` 28,655.04 Crore, it touched 
` 41,898.22 Crore in the FY 2021-22, which is the 
highest ever so far. The Profit Before Tax (PBT) for 
the FY 2021-22 was the highest at ` 2500.98 Crore, 
as against ` 2369.78 Crore in the FY 2020-21.

Members will be delighted to note that their Society 
has been paying the maximum permissible dividend 
consecutively for the last twenty years. Considering 
the continued excellent performance during the year 
under review, the Board of Directors has once again 
recommended for the twenty - first consecutive year 
the payment of a dividend at 20% of paid-up equity 
share capital, which is the maximum permissible.

In the 2021 edition of the World Cooperative Monitor 
Report, your Society has been ranked number 1 in 
the world (based on Turnover/GDP Per capita). This 
report is published by International Cooperative 
Alliance (ICA), the apex body of Cooperatives in the 
world.

Your Society’s real success, however, can be 
measured by the number of lives it transformed. 
During the pandemic, IFFCO invested ` 30 crores 
to set up 4 medical oxygen plants in the country. 
Through its Kisan services, your Society also 
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provided various services to over 40 lakh farmers 
during the year.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE 

The financial performance of your Society continues 
to improve. Despite the turbulence caused by the 
pandemic, your Society has yet again delivered 
excellent financial results. 

The Sales Turnover of the Society was `40,171.67 
Crore during 2021-22 as against ` 27,836.86 Crore 
in the previous year. The performance is even more 
satisfying because of the highest ever turnover, 

profit before and after-tax and 
a continued strong focus on 
modernisation of plants. 

The total turnover of the IFFCO 
Group entities for FY 2021-22 
was ` 54,950.41 Crore. 

Financing Cost 

The interest cost during  
2021-22 was `364.41 Crore as 
compared to `689.42 Crore 
during 2020-21. Your Society 
optimally managed its funds 
requirement by focusing on 
arranging funds at the most 
competitive rates of borrowing 
and ensuring that it had 
adequate liquidity and backup 
lines of credit. Interest cost 
decreased due to softening of 
interest rates, timely realisation 

of debtors, clearance of old 
subsidy receivables by GOI and liquidation of 
inventory. The interest cost includes an amount of 
` 72.34 Crore attributed to the funding of delayed 
subsidy receivables from GOI. Excellent working 
relationships with banks along with fiscal discipline 
helped in efficiently meeting our working capital 
requirements.

The Society invested its surplus funds in a 
judicious mix of tax free bonds, corporate bonds, 
state development loans and fixed deposits. The 
corpus of such funds as of March 31, 2022 stood 
at ` 5,452.72 crore. The Society adopts flexible 
approach in selecting investment portfolio backed 
by fundamental research with a long term horizon 
keeping safety of Principal as the prime objective. 
Majority of the Society’s investments are in AAA/AA+ 
rated instruments, state government bonds and fixed 
deposits with banks. The Society earned an income 
of ` 303.91 crores during the financial year  2021-22 
giving a yield of 5.87% p.a. on these investments. 

Foreign Exchange Management 

Your Society had foreign exchange exposure 
of approximately US$ 2.62 Billion (equivalent to  
` 19,600 crore) during the financial year 2021-22. 
This was on account of import of raw material and 
finished products such as, Phosphoric Acid, Rock 
Phosphate, Ammonia, Sulphur, DAP, Sulphuric Acid 
and Specialty Fertilisers etc. 

In an increasingly global turbulence, managing the 
foreign exchange presents tremendous risks as well 
as opportunities. Foreign exchange management 
was greatly affected initially due to the pandemic 
and later on because of Geo-political crisis caused 
by Russia-Ukraine war. The rupee witnessed a 
volatility of around 6.44% during the financial year 
because of the war that led to increase in Crude 
and other commodity prices. It touched a low of ` 
72.32 per US$ on May 28, 2021 and a high of ` 76.98 
on March 7, 2022. Despite such unprecedented 
market disruption and extreme volatility, your 
Society managed its foreign currency exposure very 
efficiently. I am happy to share that the daily focus 
on efficient foreign exchange management resulted 
in substantial savings to the Society.

Your Society continues to be the most profitable 
entity in the fertiliser industry due to its focus on 
operational excellence and cost efficiency. Your 
Society delivered an excellent performance with 
the highest ever profit before tax of ̀  2,500.98 crore 
during the year 2021-22 as against ` 2,369.78 crore 
during 2020-21 and highest ever profit after tax of 
` 1,883.77 crore as compared to the previous year’s 
figure of ` 1,753.89 crore. 

Share Capital 

As on March 31, 2022, the Society’s paid-up 
Share Capital was ` 634.29 crores with a total 
number of member shareholders at 35,366 as 
against Share Capital of `627.01 crore and total 
Number of member shareholders at 35,343 as of  
March 31, 2021, consequent to new admission, 
merger, refund, liquidation, forfeiture and 
cancellation of membership of untraceable 
societies. 

Reserves and Surplus

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Sales Performance
2021-22 financial year has been good from the 
agricultural point of view in most parts of the 
country. The monsoon rainfall over the country as a 
whole was 99% of its long period average (LPA). Out 
of the 36 meteorological subdivisions, 30 received 
normal/excess rainfall, while 6 sub-divisions, 
constituting 23% of the total area of the country, 

received deficient seasonal rainfall. The 
total rainfall received in the country 
during Kharif 2021 was 867.8 mm 
against the normal level of 877.0 mm. 
For the same period last year, it was 
957.6 mm. Winter season rainfall was 
44.0% above the long period average. 

Food grain production during the year 
2021-22 is estimated at 316.06 million 
tonne against 303.0 million tonnes in 
2020-21.

The fertiliser consumption (Urea/NP/ 
NPK/DAP) in the country (recorded 
through POS Sale) during 2021-22 is 
estimated to be around 6.57 % lower at 
556.18 lakh tonne as against 595.31 lakh 
tonne achieved during 2020-21. 

Out of this, Urea consumption is 
estimated to be lower by 2.45 % at 
341.79 lakh tonnes as against actual 

consumption of 350.39 lakh tonnes last year. 

DAP consumption is estimated to be lower by  
22.16 % at about 92.71 lakh tonnes as against 119.10 
lakh tonnes last year. NPKs consumption is at 121.68 
lakh tonne (about 3.29 % less than last year). 

Imports of Urea & DAP for the year 2021-22 were 
about 87.97 lakh tonnes and 56.89 lakh tonnes, 
respectively, while it was 14.03 lakh tonne for NP/
NPK.

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During 2021-22, IFFCO achieved sales of 123.51 lakh 
tonnes of fertiliser material. The sales were lower 
by 9.57 % compared to the previous year’s sale of 
136.58 lakh tonnes. Urea sales during 2021-22 were 
lower by 12.19 % at 76.30 lakh tonne as compared 
to 86.90 lakh tonne achieved during 2020-21. DAP 
sales during the year were higher by 12.45 % at  
27.54 lakh tonne against 24.49 lakh tonnes during 
2020-21. NP/NPK sales during the year were lower 
by 24.45 % at 18.42 lakh tonnes as against 24.38 lakh 
tonne in 2020-21. 

Nano Urea 

During 2021-22, IFFCO sold, 2.15 crore bottles of 
Nano Urea, which is equivalent to 9.67 lakh MT of 
conventional urea.

DBT in Fertilisers 

Under the DBT initiative started by the Department 
of Fertilisers, Government of India, Society has 
facilitated procurement and installation of around 
86,000 Point of Sale (POS) devices at various retail 
outlets in different States. AADHAR Authenticated 
sales to the farmers are being done through the 
POS devices. For the year 2021-22, POS sales of 
127.85 lakh MT had been achieved from various retail 
outlets to the farmers. These POS sales are about  
90 % of the total stock availability in the districts 
during the year 2021-22. 

Water Soluble Fertilisers and Specialty Fertilisers 

For providing the complete crop solutions and 
fulfilling the nutritional needs of the various crops, 
the Society had forayed into production and 
marketing of 100% water soluble fertilisers’ and 
specialty fertilisers. Keeping in view the increased 
importance of nutrient use efficiency of fertilisers 
for sustainable growth, farmers’ preference for 
these fertilisers has been increasing over a period 
of time, primarily due to the significant response 
in terms of crop productivity and giving required 
nutrients under scarcity of water condition also.

Soluble Fertilisers and Specialty Fertilisers. During 
FY 2021-22, the Society sold total 1.25 Lakh MT WSF 
& Specialty Fertilisers and recorded an increase of 
55.53% over FY 2020-21. 

Sale of Sagarika and Bio-Fertilisers 

The Society has also established “Sagarika”, which 
acts an organic biostimulant for crops. Sagarika 
is a seaweed extract of the Red Brown Algae. It is 
marketed in liquid as well as granular form. Farmers 
using Sagarika have gained higher crop yields and 
consequently increased income. During the FY 
2021-22, the Society registered a growth of 37.83% 
in sale of Sagarika Liquid at 674 Kilo litre and 21.05% 
growth in Sagarika granules at 47,082 MT. The total 
sale of various Biofertilisers for the FY 2021-22 was 
9.92 lakh litres.

Distribution 
IFFCO has been putting the farmer’s 
convenience at the centre of its Supply 
Chain and Distribution network. Whether it is 
providing home delivery of its products to the 
farmer or to laying the road logistics network 
for Nano Fertilisers, or hiring warehouses near 
demand centres, IFFCO left no stone unturned 
to ensure timely delivery of fertilisers during 
the crop seasons.

Distribution Channels

Societies 

Your Society’s primary channel is the vast cooperative 
network of 35,000 cooperative societies in 30 States 
and Union Territories. Nearly 42.06 % of the material 
was sold directly to the societies, whereas 24.63 % 
was routed through State Marketing Federations. 
About 15.80 % was sold through IFFDC retail outlets, 
9.62 % through IFFCO E-Bazar Centres, 3.05 % 
through Farmers Service Centres run by IFFCO,  
1.36 % through Associate Members and about  
0.92 % through Agros and 2.56 % through others.

Farmers Service Centres 

The Society operates its own 103 Farmers Service 
Centres (FSCs) in Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan, 
Himachal Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, 
Madhya Pradesh and West Bengal. Apart from 
supplying fertilisers, seeds, agrochemicals etc., 
under one roof, FSCs also provide technical know-
how to farmers. 

FSCs sold 3.80 lakh tonnes of fertilisers which 
included 6,853 MT of Water Soluble Fertilisers and 
speciality fertilisers in the year.

Industries Chimiques du Senegal (ICS), set up in 
the early 1980s, has played an important role in 
the feedstock security of Phosphoric Acid for the 
Society’s Kandla Plant, under a long term off-take 
contract. The company can produce 6.60 lakh MT 
of Phosphoric Acid (P2O5) per year. IFFCO holds 
6.78% shareholding in ICS. 

For the year 2021, ICS exported 3.28 lakh tonnes of 
Phosphoric Acid in terms of P2O5 to IFFCO.

Aquagri Greentech Pvt. Ltd. is a subsidiary of 
Aquagri Processing Pvt. Ltd., engaged in developing, 
manufacturing and marketing of Gardening and 
Urban Farming related products including Organic 
Inputs and Accessories, under the Brand Name of 
“IFFCO Urban Gardens”.

3.	 Code of Conduct

As provided under the Multi State Cooperative Societies 
Act, 2002 and Bye-laws of the Society, the General Body 
is to review the list of employees who are relatives of the 
Members of the Board including Chief Executive and 
formulate the “Code of Conduct” for the Members of the 
Board and Officers. Accordingly, the Society has a well-
defined “Code of Conduct” for its Board of Directors in 
alignment with Society’s vision and values to achieve the 
mission and objectives, and aims at enhancing ethical 
and transparent process in managing the affairs of the 
Society.

4.	 Vigilance

Keeping in view the responsibility to safeguard the 
interest of its members, the Society has a well-
structured Vigilance Department spread across the 
organisation at each manufacturing Unit and the 
Marketing Division, constantly ushering transparency, 
efficiency, integrity and best corporate practices in the 
working of the Society. This Department is headed by 
a Chief Vigilance Officer (CVO) at the Corporate Office, 
who reports directly to the Managing Director. The key 
responsibilities of Vigilance Department are to review 
the procurement files, service contracts and verifying 
complaints etc.

5.	 Ownership Rights of Shareholders

IFFCO has a diversified shareholder base comprising 
of 35,366 Cooperative Societies, including twenty-
nine Marketing Federations. As on March 31, 2022 the 
entire Paid-up equity of the Society was held by these 
Cooperative Societies / Marketing Federations spread 
all over the country. IFFCO has achieved a healthy level 
of value creation for its Shareholders. 

Shareholders’ rights have been well articulated in 
IFFCO’s Bye-laws. The Society provides adequate 
and timely information to its shareholders to enable 
them to participate in meetings of the General Body.

1	 Basis of Preparation of Financial Statements
The financial statements are prepared on accrual basis, as a going 
concern under the historical cost convention except otherwise 
stated, in accordance with the Generally Accepted Accounting 
Principles in India, the Accounting Standards issued by the 
Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and the provisions of 
Multi State Cooperative Societies Act, 2002.

2	 Use of Estimates
The preparation of financial statements, in conformity with the 
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, requires Management 
to make estimates and assumptions wherever necessary that 
affect the reported amount of assets, liabilities and contingent 
liabilities as on the date of the financial statements and the reported 
amount of revenue and expenses during the period. Difference 
between the actual results and estimates are recognised in the 
period, in which the results materialise.

3	 Property, Plant and Equipment

(a)	 Property, Plant and Equipment other than Land are 
stated at acquisition cost less accumulated depreciation / 
amortisation. Cost comprises of the purchase price and any 
attributable cost of bringing the asset to its working condition 
for its intended use.

In respect of new unit / major expansion of units, the indirect 
expenditure incurred during construction period up to the date of 
commencement of commercial production, which is attributable 
to the construction of the project, is capitalised on proportionate 
basis. 

5	 Intangible Assets
An intangible asset is recognised where it is probable that the 
future economic benefits attributable to the asset will flow to 
the Society and the cost of the asset can be measured reliably. 
Such assets are stated at acquisition cost less accumulated 
amortisation.

6	 Impairment of Assets
At each Balance Sheet date an assessment is made whether 
any indication exists that an asset has been impaired. If any such 
indication exists, an impairment loss i.e. the amount, by which the 
carrying amount of an asset exceeds its recoverable amount, is 
provided in the books of account. Recoverable amount is higher 
of the net selling price of assets and value in use.
